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Training and Placement Cell

The Training and Placement Cell is headed by a senior faculty and is having a small group of
dedicated and committed staff supported by departmental Training and Placement Coordinators Staff
coordinators. The department is committed to training and placement activities to facilitate the students of
the Institution to get competitive placements. The department regularly organizes the training programs
and conducts campus interviews in the institute.

As many as around 90 plus reputed companies are visiting the institute regularly to conduct the
recruitment process. Students of our institute have been placed in very reputed companies like: NVIDIA,
TCS, Crompton Greaves, Wipro Technologies, Persistent Systems, Infosys, L&T InfoTech, IBM, KPIT
Technologies, Emerson, Atlas Copco, BOSCH, JSW Steel, Bridge Stone, Goodyear Tyres, Byju’s, etc. The
average package of campus recruitment companies is around Rs.3.5 lacs per annum with maximum of
10.0 lacs per annum.

TE Electrical (II Shift)
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Photography : 4 Beautiful Reality

Talking about the history of photography it all begins after the discovery of camera. Before this
there used to be paintings, sketches, artwork, etc. through which people can have a visual look of a place,
thing or a person, but this took a digital form as the popularity of cameras grew up.

In the earlier times there was introduction of primary cameras which can take hours to just click a
picture. In 1820's, Nicéphore Niépce took the first image captured with a camera, but it took at most eight
hours or even several days of exposure in the camera and the earliest results were not very refined. Yet this
started the beginning of camera revolution. In the following years several concept of Cameras were
introduced improving the earlier one. Then there was an introduction of digital cameras, at first it was a
prototype (US patent 4,131,919) developed by Eastman Kodak engineer Steven Sasson in 1975. It took
about 23 seconds to record the first digital photograph. The commercial introduction of computer-based
electronic digital cameras in the 1990s soon revolutionized photograph.

The introduction of camera gave a different direction to the perspective of people. These 2D images
that are clicked on the camera can have a big story inside it. Every time when a photographer clicks a picture
he tries to build a story around so that people could relate with the picture. Different people can have
different perspective of looking towards a place, thing, abstract, artwork, person, etc. but when a
photographer captures anything, he has a very different perspective from others, he tries to express the
natural beauty of the object through his best efforts. “Taking an image, freezing a moment, reveals how rich
reality truly is”. Sometimes it takes great efforts just to capture the right moment. They just wait for the
right moment to come and then click, that moment is captured.

Here tech
giants introduce their latest products, new inventions, new tech concepts and cool new gadgets.

. Samsung ‘bots’

Bot Air, Bot Care and Bot retail are the names of the 3 bots announced by Samsung at CES. So,
starting with Bot Care, it is a kind of robot butler who performs many useful household tasks. As its name
suggests it is mainly designed for providing care (specially to elders). It is simple taking cone-on-wheels
approach and has a display as his head. The head contains sensors for navigation. It also has heart rate and
blood pressure sensing (Only if you place your fingers on the display). It will be linked and in sync with the
Samsung Health. Some of its key features for elders is that, it will remind you to take medicines (and will
also keep a check if you have taken them or not). It will watch you sleep (Creepy) and while doing so it will
calculate the quality of your sleep and tell it to you once you wake up. For elderly it will link with the IOT
sensors and will detect when you fall and will connect you with your friends and family. So, it’s not a
HUMANOID ROBOT that everyone expect but surely a start to it.

The second one is Bot Air, as its name tells; it’s an air purifier on wheels. If you have air purifiers in your
house it will sense them. It will detect the region where the air is not pure and will immediately switch ON
the air purifier in that region of the house.

So now we come to the Bot Retail. This is a robot that will show you the food menu on its display, navigate
you to places in the shop, it can deliver small plates and coffee at the tables. It also supports NFC to pay bills
via your phone. It also suggests your accessories to buy by recognizing your Samsung wearable.

These were just the prototypes and we can see fully functional robots in a year or two. Now let’s talk about
some cool exoskeletons again by THE SAMSUNG!

. Heart Guide

Omron as we all know is a highly rated company for its home blood pressure monitoring devices.
The company has brought its technology in a smaller version i.e. a watch. This is a FDA (Food and Drug
Administration) cleared smart watch. Remember, when you have a doctors trip? Where blood pressure cuff
is wrapped around your arm and the blood pressure reading is taken. The watch works just like that. It has a
thin air bag under its band which inflates on the press of a button and your blood pressure is measured
within 30-40 seconds. And just like our doc’s trip it requires you to raise your arm to the heart level. Omron
Healthcare’s executive director, Jeff Ray, said “It’s the exact same technique we have used for 40 years; we
have just made it wearable”. This device is a life saver for people dealing with heart attack or high blood
pressure problems or stroke risks. The director also says, the users may allow the watch to take automatic
reading in the future. All data is stored in HIPA A-compliant databases and you have to opt in to share it with
doctor or some other apps. The watch (Heart Guide) also monitors activities similar to other smart watches
like calorie count, step counts and sleep monitoring. The watch requires charging two to three times in a
week (or every 40 blood pressure measurements). It started shipping on January 8, for $499.

. FlexPai
The world’s first folding smartphone is here. A company named Royole has been on this project
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from 2012. And here it is there first prototype is launched at the CES 2019.

The performance on this phone is good as it boasts a Snapdragon 855 chipset, a 6GB or §GB RAM
and a 128GB storage space. What’s most amazing thing about this phone is that, “THE PHONE IS
FOLDING!” Amajor spec that was not so good on the FlexPai is its dual camera, it’s just not so good.
Talking about the software in this —

Google has not yet announced that if it has been working on a dedicated OS for folding phones. And
Royole could not wait for it, and, has made an OS on top of Android 9.1 (Pie) which is pretty much their
own.

What the tech reviewers have been saying is that, “the folding phones are not yet ready”.

Now recently, Xiaomi has also teased there version of a folding phone which after watching you
would say (BUT WHY?). So what comes out is that maybe folding phones and foldable display is the future
but the future is not yet here. But some leaks show the foldable phone concept of Motorola i.e. the
comeback of the antique Razor phone but with a foldable display in it?
